Russia and Ukraine March 2025 Prayer Focus

Saturday – 1 
Please pray for FEBC-Russia’s programs to minority ethnic groups within the country. These programs are dedicated to reaching Muslims, Buddhists, and Jews with the Good News. Often these include testimony videos from people from these religions, which work particularly well. Shorter videos that share Biblical truths and Gospel proclamations also work well at starting conversations with a Muslim audience.

Sunday – 2 
Please pray for listeners like Daniel, who responded to FEBC-Moldova’s Bible program. “I don’t know why I found this Bible program so interesting. I started listening out of sheer curiosity.  But the more I listened, the more I started thinking about life and God. Each episode became a source of inspiration. I even share what I’m learning with my friends and family—that’s something I never would have expected! Thank you for sharing these messages about God and His Word. They are changing my life!”

Monday – 3 
We have seen some powerful responses from soldiers on the frontlines of the war in Ukraine, who are listening to FEBC’s programs online or on handheld radios. People are coming to know the Lord surrounded by death and destruction, sometimes just days or weeks before they lose their own lives. Please pray for soldiers who are facing great threat and loss. 

Tuesday – 4 
“I was ready to give up on life when I heard you talking about God’s love,” said Elena, from Russia. “I started crying, where was this love all my life? I had no idea God really cared.” Please pray for Elena, who put her faith in Jesus while speaking with one of FEBC-Russia’s follow-up evangelists. “Thank you for introducing me to Jesus, and for helping me find a church I can go to!”

Wednesday – 5 
FEBC-Moldova has expanded our vlogging ministry (shorter videos with Christian themes). These videos reach many young people. Viewers write with problems and questions about Christianity. We have had many conversations with Muslims, atheists, young people in crisis situations. We are praying with people, helping them with relationship problems, talking them out of suicide, reading the Bible with them, and leading them to Christ. Please pray for FEBC’s vlogging ministry as we continue to build the team.

Thursday – 6 
Please pray for listeners like Natasha, who came to Christ through FEBC-Russia’s Bible program. “I came across your Bible broadcasts in 2023. Once, 30 years ago, God knocked on my heart, but for many years I lived without Him. I did not understand much, the Bible remained closed to me—I didn't even know how to turn to God, how to pray. As soon as I found your program, everything started to become clear.” Natasha began to understand the Bible, and gave her life to Christ. “Now I've been in church for a year and a half. I live with God - this is a life full of joy.”

Friday – 7 
In an FEBC-Kazakhstan event held for our young adults, one of our listeners named Ulagat, brought his three friends. None of them believed in God and were shocked to meet so many Kazakh Christians. “I didn’t know there were so many Christians in Kazakhstan—I’ve never even met one. I didn’t expect you to be so kind, so welcoming.” Please pray for Ulagat and his friends to put their faith in Christ as they stay in contact with FEBC-Kazakhstan’s team.

Saturday – 8 
Please pray for Julian, a barista in a coffee shop in Moldova, who started watching FEBC-Moldova’s Bible program. “I wanted to start to explore my faith,” he said. “I wanted to know what my purpose was. But religion was a bit confusing to me. I was feeling so lost and insecure—then I found your program. You were talking about finding your identity and purpose in God. Your programs had such a huge effect on me! I started rethinking my views for the first time. Over time, I started putting into practice what I had been hearing, and I started changing. Everyone at the coffee shop has noticed the difference in me. I even started a group in the coffee shop, where I would talk about what I was learning on the program. Now, everything feels so different! I’m still figuring things out, but I have so much more joy—I feel alive!” Please pray for Julian as he begins his journey towards Christ.

Sunday – 9 
Please pray for FEBC-Russia’s children’s programs have been especially effective. Parents are eager to find anything that can help them instill good values in their children, even when they are not Christians. These children are hearing about Jesus, and their parents are hearing the Gospel as well.

Monday – 10 
“I would never have taken the time to talk to a Christian before listening to your programs. I see how you help people, and I know several families that have been saved through your programs! My friends and I talk about your programs all the time, even though we aren’t Christians. Recently, we met a Christian woman. Before, we would have just ignored her. But now, we listen to her, because she talks about God the way that you do!” Please pray for listeners like Svetlana, whose hearts are being opened to the Gospel through FEBC’s programs. Our heart is to reach the unchurched with love of God.

Tuesday – 11 
Please pray for FEBC-Ukraine’s events called “Embrace,” for war-widows, women displaced by the war, and the women strongly affected by the war. Around 400 women participated in these meetings in 2024, coming out of isolation into relationship, hearing about God, reading the Bible together, and praying. 

Wednesday – 12 
Please pray for listeners like Evgeny, a long-time listener to FEBC-Russia’s programs. “I started listening to you 10 years ago. At the time, I was searching for the truth, searching for God. I put my faith in Jesus, and your broadcasts really strengthened my faith in him. You have helped me a lot over the years,” said Evgeny. “But in the last two years, during this horror of a war in Ukraine, your broadcasts have helped me in a special way. They helped heal my soul. I introduce all of my friends to your program, and several have actually listened and have put their faith in Jesus!”

Thursday – 13 
Please pray for FEBC-Moldova’s new Bible program for young people, hosted by Daniel and Piotr. Young people are responding to the program already. Please pray for many young people to be introduced to the Bible and the Gospel through this program.

Friday – 14 
Baktiyar responded to one of FEBC-Kazakhstan’s live religious debates. “I can’t believe it…As I watched the debate, I expected the Christian debater to fall apart as he was questioned by the Muslim debater. His questions seemed so powerful and final. But as I heard the Christian debater’s answers about Christianity, the Bible, Jesus…please, can you help me find a Bible in Kazakh? Please pray for these public debates, which many Muslims watch and hear the Gospel discussed openly. Lives are being transformed!

Saturday – 15 
“Your broadcasts helped me so much,” said Sergey. “A few years ago, I was near death. I reached out to you for help, desperate. You helped me through the most difficult time in my life. I started to believe in God because of you. I know that you couldn’t have helped me like that on your own…it had to be God working through you. You have helped me grow in my faith so much since then! Thank you!” Please pray for listeners like Sergey, who reach out to FEBC in the midst of great trials, and find the God of comfort.

Sunday – 16 
Please pray for the listeners of FEBC-Russia’s programs. Many, who were living their lives on the surface level are being forced by the challenging times to examine their lives and begin to take the Gospel seriously. Others are angry and jaded, responding aggressively to the Gospel. We have seen that listeners who are aggressive, but are engaging with the topic, can sometimes go through the most radical transformations. When the door to conversation opens, God is moving on people’s hearts. 

Monday – 17 
Ion and Olga from Moldova were devastated when they found out that they were unable to have children. But they didn’t let this stop them from starting a family. They decided to adopt, and their family just kept growing. Today, they have seven children. Every week, they gather together to watch FEBC-Moldova’s Bible programs. “Our seven children all come from different backgrounds and families, each with their own unique story. We encourage them to watch your videos on their phones and tablets. They learn a lot about God, and they bring us closer as a family. Both we and the children receive so much encouragement and inspiration from your videos. We love getting to discover new life lessons and spiritual truths together, in a way we can all understand. Thank you!”

Tuesday – 18 
Female listeners are coming to weekly Bible studies at the Kyiv studio, praying, reading the Bible, coming to church. With no background in Christianity, they are coming to every meeting with their prayer needs ready. Please pray for these Bible studies to continue to draw these women to Christ.

Wednesday – 19 
Please pray for listeners like Ivan, from Russia, who is searching for the truth in the midst of his pain. “I’ve been searching for the meaning of life—this became really important to me in the last few years, when the war between Russia and Ukraine began. Several of my friends died. I’ve been watching your program, and you bring so much hope. Out of respect for you, and how much you had helped me over the years, I started to think about who Jesus is, who God is. I’m still looking into this, but something has started happening to my heart. I feel hope, joy. I haven’t felt anything like this before. Thank you for bringing light into our dark situation!”

Thursday – 20 
Please pray for Ilia, Alina, and Olya who are leading FEBC-Moldova’s helpline. This team of trained evangelists are ministering to our audience with problems like depression, abandonment, poverty, and addiction. Over 90% of those who write in are teens and young adults. Please pray for our team of evangelists as they minister to the young people of Moldova.
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Friday – 21 
“I believed in God,” said Elena, “but I didn’t understand how to come to Him. How could ‘I’ come to him? You are the only people who explained it to me in a way that I could understand. Thank you so much! You are my angels—you finally helped me understand how to establish a connection with God! My heart is overflowing!”

Saturday – 22 
Please pray for an evening of praise that we are planning to hold in Kazakhstan at the end of March. We have found that Christian music has a powerful effect on our listeners, most of whom have never heard a Christian song. Please pray for this event to draw many non-Christians, and for the Lord to touch many hearts. 

Sunday – 23 
Please pray for Olga, and the many other listeners like her who are experiencing violence. “I don’t even feel human anymore,” said Olga. “I’m tired of having to overcome difficulties. I was saved through your broadcasts. You helped open my eyes to the Truth, to Jesus Christ. I never imagined that I would start praying to God—and it happened during your broadcasts! It happened over and over. You would be speaking about some topic, but when you would begin talking about God, a deep desire to pray would well up in my heart. And I would pray. I’m so grateful for what you are doing!”

Monday – 24 
Please pray for FEBC’s ministry to Muslims in Russia. Testimony videos are still some of the most powerful tools to reach people to whom Christianity seems foreign. Seeing the example of a former Muslim sharing how they came to Christ has a powerful effect, and many are responding. 

Tuesday – 25 
Please pray for listeners like Lyubov, who reach out to FEBC because their marriages are at risk. “My husband and I have been living apart for over half a year now. We both love each other, but we can’t seem to work things out. Things just keep getting worse. It’s been such a blessing to learn about relationships from your programs. I’ve started applying what I am learning to my own marriage and I am seeing changes.” Lyubov put her faith in Jesus as she prayed with FEBC’s prayer evangelists. “Thank you for helping me in one of the most painful times of my life. Now I know that God is with me!”

Wednesday – 26 
Please pray for the teenagers in Ukraine who are facing unprecedented levels of hopelessness and depression. Suicides are being averted as they call and write to the prayer/chat helpline. They are coming to the Lord, finding hope, being introduced and welcomed to local ministers and churches, and being encouraged to reach out to family and friends. Please pray for the Lord to work mightily in the lives of the young people of Ukraine through FEBC.

Thursday – 27

FEBC-Moldova’s team of vloggers have been reaching the young people of Moldova with the message of the Gospel. Young people have been very responsive to their videos, writing to our vloggers with their problems, asking questions about Christianity, church, and the Bible. Please pray for our team of vloggers and for the other young people we are training to be part of our team.

Saturday – 29 
Please pray for listeners who are struggling to handle the stresses of the war in Ukraine, like Milena. “I have been alone since the beginning of the war,” she said. “I feel empty. Nothing makes me happy—I don’t want anything. I’ve started drinking to deal with the pain, but I don’t want this. I had heard some things about God, but I didn’t know Him. I had never even opened a Bible before. I learned about God from you. About His love. I learned that He never leaves, even when I’m at my lowest.” Milena prayed with broadcasters to put her faith in Christ. “Thank you so much!” she said. “I feel such a lightness and a warmth in my heart.”

Sunday – 30
